II. Current Issues 
A. SIC-JEC Recommendation
1.) A motion was made to release formal statement from JEC to Open Division saying that as a group, the JEC, has concluded that there is not enough of a legal precedence to show cause that would force us, the RCSA, to remove the previously used heterosexual limit.  We do however, recommend that the Open Division chooses to keep that door open.  As a group we strive for equal opportunity for all people.  If we choose to selectively discriminated based on sexual orientation it only shows us as being hypocritical and is in direct conflict with the By-Laws of the RCSA, referencing Article 3.01 subsection a and b.  
2.) That being said, The National Tournament and others like it with the NAGAAA organization have restrictions based on sexual orientation still.  We do not agree with these policies, nor the way that they are currently being policed  But, since these tournaments are voluntary in nature, it is up  to the individual team and their manager to adhere to the tournament rules, if they so choose to attend.

C. Revisions to By-Laws
1.) Motion was made to add ‘in good standing’ to article 6.02, section d following EachLeague member.  Motion was seconded and approved unanimously.
2.) Motion was made to add ‘in good standing ‘ to article 6.05, section b at the end of …that divisions Commission.  Motion was seconded and unanimously approved
3.) Motion was made to define Amateur Sports Alliance of North America (ASANA) as the national governing body for the Women’s division. Motion was made to add section (d) to Article 6.05 to read: Should the office of Treasurer or Member-At-Large be prematurely vacant due to resignation, removal or death, the JEC shall elect, with a majority vote, a replacement from the ranks of its membership to complete the current term of said office.  Motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

9.) Motion was made to change Article 7.01 to read:….is equally divided.  The Division Commission Officers shall vote, in regards to, filling and elected vacant position of said Commission.  Motion was seconded.  Passed by Majority vote of 9 approved and 1 opposed
